Ethnic NewsWatch is a Softline Information database whose mission is to provide objective coverage of many segments of the population that do not necessarily mirror the "mainstream."  Ethnic NewsWatch is a full-text general reference database of the newspapers, magazines and journals of the ethnic, minority and native press—in English and Spanish.  The titles represent diverse publications generally not seen in the mainstream media. This unique collection contains over 230 publications of articles editorials, reviews and perspectives of news, culture and history. The coverage is from 1990 to present.  Ethnic NewsWatch:  A History coverage is from 1960 to 1989.

ONLINE HELP

Click on Help, located in the “Tools” menu on the far left of the screen. Or Click on the question mark “?” to answer field specific help questions.

ACCESSING ETHINC NEWSWATCH

Ethnic NewsWatch is available form the Indiana University Bloomington Libraries Web page, IUCAT/Databases (http://www.indiana.edu/~libfind).

· Access Ethnic NewsWatch from the alphabetical listing of databases.
· Choose E from the alphabetical listing of databases.
· Select Ethnic NewsWatch.
OR

Click on “Multidisciplinary/General Databases.”

SEARCHING ETHNIC NEWSWATCH 
To do a basic search in Ethnic NewsWatch, you must first choose either English or Espaňol.

· For a basic key word search, type your words in the Words in articles box.

· If desired click on Results Tally to view your total hits.

· Click on Submit Search after you type in your key words.

Searching within a field is also possible from the basic search menu.  

· For field searching enter your terms from either the drop down arrows or the hyperlinks to the right of the More search criteria box.

· Criteria limits are  Subject(s), Publication Name, or Ethic Group

VIEWING ETHINC NEWSWATCH RECORDS

· Click on Submit Search, the titles and a short summary of the article will appear.

· Search results are displayed 10 records at a time with the total number of records at the top of the list.  

· Click on the arrow buttons at the top or bottom of the screen to see more records or to go backwards or forwards through the list.

· To view the full-text of an article, click on the title hyperlink (they are in blue)
· To return to the result list, use the List button on the top of the screen.
PRINTING/MARKING ETHNIC NEWSWATCH RECORDS
· On the “Summary of Search Results” page, click on the box to the left of the record to mark the record you want to print or export. 

· Click on the Print/Export button from the toolbar on the left of the screen.

· Choose on option from each of the selections below and press the OK button.  A new window will appear presenting you document in a report format  

· To Print the marked records select File and the Print from this window’s menu.

DOWNLOADING/E-MAILING ETHINIC NEWSWATCH RECORDS

· On the “Summary of Search Results” page, click on the box to the left of the record to mark the record you want to print or export.

· Click on the Print/Export button from the toolbar on the left of the screen.

· Choose on option from each of the selections below and press the OK button.  A new window will appear presenting you document in a report format.
· To Export, select File and Save As.  NOTE:  if you choose a file with extension “.txt” you browser will convert the report to plain text.

· The Save-as menu window will appear.  Select the A drive and name you files.  Insert you disk into the computer and click Save.
· To E-mail click on article title.  The e-mail button will appear at the top left of your  screen.
· Choose one option from each section below and press the OK button
TO QUIT ETHNIC NEWSWATCH

Click on the Exit button in the toolbar on the left side of the screen

ETHNIC NEWSWATCH SEARCH TIPS AND TECHNIQUES

 These techniques will help create more efficient search strategies.

Use Boolean operators to narrow/broaden your search.

Examples:

Truncation symbols stand in for letters.

· The main truncation symbol is the asterisk *  Add it to the end of a word to stand in for any number of characters.  For example politic* will find politics, political, politically.

Boolean Operators focus/broaden your searches.

· Type AND between keywords to narrow your search to documents containing all of the search words you specify:

Women and stereotypes
· To broaden a search, use OR to connect terms.  Citations can contain just one or both of the search words:



women or men
· To exclude a term, type NOT in front of it:



stereotypes not men
Nesting Use parentheses to create “sets” to preserve the logic of your search:



Stereotypes and (men or women)

An asterisk (*), replacing one character, can appear more than once in a word and can be used anywhere expect as the first character.

wom*n

will produce search results including the terms woman and women.

SORTING SEARCH RESULTS

Search results are automatically sorted and displayed by relevancy.  Ethnic NewsWatch allows you to sort results of you search by Publication Date, Publication Name or relevancy in either ascending or descending order. 

· Click on the Sort button from the toolbar on the left side of the result list.

· Choose an option for the type of sorting.

· Select ascending or descending order

· Click OK and your results will appear as specified.  

ADVANCE SEARCHING

Click on the Advance Search link at the top of the screen.  

Enter the word or phrase you wish to search in the box to the right of the Words in Articles field. The advance search screen also allows you to choose more search criteria from the following fields:

 Words in a title 

Searching this field allows you to limit your search for articles with your search word or phrase in the title by entering your keywords in the search box. Or click on the drop down arrows to select a term from the browse window arrows to the right of the search box.

 Subject(s)

This field allows you to select the term from the browse window or enter your own word or phrase. 

Publication name 

Searching in this field allows you to choose one or more publication names.  Click on the drop down arrows to select a term from the browse window arrows to the right of the search box.

Publication date 

Searching for a particular date or date range

Examples: 

A specific date 05/26/1999 or 05-26-1999

A specific range 5/26/1999 to 11/26/2001 or 5-26-1999 to 11-26-2001

A before (less than) or after (greater than) search using < for before and  > for after for example <01/01/2001 or <01-01-2001 or >09/11/01 or >09-11/01

 Type of articles

This field allows you to select what types of article you want to retrieve.  

Click on the drop down arrows to select the type of article from the browse window arrows to the right of the search box.

Ethnic group

Searching this field accesses publications attributed to a particular ethnic group.

Click on the drop down arrows to select a term from the browse window arrows to the right of the search box.

Language of articles

This field allows you to limit your search to articles written in either English or Spanish based upon the language it is originally written.
